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We are considering the line of Ezekiel chapter thirty-seven, which first identifies
the sounding of the seventh trumpet and the message to Laodicea, that brings
about the army of the one hundred and forty-four thousand. Then Ezekiel repeats
and enlarges upon that line by introducing the joining of the two sticks of the
northern and southern kingdoms of Israel, as an illustration of the process
by-which Divinity and humanity are joined during the time of the sounding of the
Seventh Trumpet. Once the two nations are joined together as one nation, Ezekiel
identifies that they have a king over them, and then he addresses the everlasting
covenant that is the covenant accomplished with the one hundred and forty-four
thousand, while emphasizing those last day covenant people would have God's
sanctuary in their midst for eternity.
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
